Instructions for filling out FAA form 8050-1

Aircraft Registration Information

FAA regulations require an aircraft to be registered before an Airworthiness Certificate can be issued. The “N” numbers must also be permanently “attached” to the aircraft before the airworthiness inspection begins.

The following are basic instructions. Print or type all except signature (s)

1. Leave registration “N” number block blank. (unless you have a reserved number) If you are requesting a special “N” number add a separate list of at least five choices in order of preference. Registration  numbers all begin with “N” and can be 5 numbers, numbers and one or two letters (equaling 5 digits maximum) examples; N89648, N6664S,N2TM, N30CM, etc. There is no charge for an assigned random number or $10.00 for a requested number.


2. Aircraft manufacturer. You are the manufacturer. Example; “Milton Thomas” (always last name first)You will also designate the model. Example; “SnoBird   Exciter”  or “B8-M” or you can use something like “Slingwing   Crophopper” it’s up to you.


3. Serial number. Your call, “001” is very popular, or use the kit manufacturers assigned serial number.


4. Type of registration. Most likely you are an “individual” If you have a partner both must sign below.


5. Name block. Last name first, followed by first name and middle initial don’t forget the phone number below.


6. Address. They will no longer accept a post office box, you must use a street number or rural route box.


7. City, state zip…


8. Big “check here” box . Do nothing here, the certification statement is agreed with by signing in the box below


9. Sign your name and print it in the same box below it.  Your title is; individual, partner, etc.


10. Remove pink copy for your records and send this registration form to FAA aircraft registry in OKC.
